NEW START! HOT START!

It's been a very hot start to the year. | can’t remember having Foundation students starting school on a 40+ day in
years... and | wanted to congratulate the new students who commenced on Friday for the way they worked through
their first full day in such trying conditions. Such resilience was shown! It has been very warm for all students and due
to this, the start has been more challenging than normal. Tiredness does present when the weather is so warm. With
this in mind, regular rest and lots of water to drink are all very helpful in supporting.

Remember also that with new starts, many children will take time to adjust and this is normal. It's a time of building
relationships with new students/friends and maybe even a new teacher. We are all different in how we manage this,
so don’t be too concerned if your child takes a little while to adjust. Reach out to your child’s teacher via email or
phone and have a chat — they are there to help you and reassure you in such times as new beginnings. Working with
you, the family, is so important for the success of your child, so let's move into 2026 with the willingness to work
collectively together to wrap around and support your child and their needs. Being on the same page is the best way

to ensure your child is set up for a successful year of schooling & .

SUNSMART — NO HAT NO PLAY

We are a SunSmart school and as part of our policy, children must wear a broad-brimmed hat when outside during
Term 1 for play or set lessons. Due to this, children need to come to school with their school hat. If you don’'t have
one, they can be purchased from the Office for $10. Remember to name them so they return to you! If a child does
not have a hat, we then have children play in our undercover areas for the day.

BRAIN FOOD, SNACKS AND DRINKS

Each day we allow children to have Brain Food at 10:00am. This must be fresh fruit or vegetables. It is not processed
foods, bars or fruits in juice or jelly. The purpose of brain food is to give our young minds the right fuel at the right
time... which is smack bang in the middle of their literacy block! Larger snacks are then eaten outdoors at 11:00am
and 1:30pm. Canteen orders are eaten at the second of these times. When packing lunches from home, the best
advice | can give is to pack two equal sized snacks to eat at both breaks, including a sandwich, fruit, bars etc. Where
possible, try to cut down on rubbish by sending items that can be packed in a lunchbox or container. This is good for
the environment @& . When the weather is wet, don’t despair... our F & Year 1/2’s will eat in the Library and our Year
3-6’s in the Multipurpose Room. A good-sized drink bottle is also important to send to school — filled with water.
Please refrain from sending sugary drinks — water is the best! We have numerous bubble taps around the school that
supply fresh water for our students too when playing outside during breaks. Finally... please name all lunchboxes,
drink bottles and food containers (including lids) so they come back home!

SCHOOL CAPTAINS

Jayden, Brett and Kate will be conducting speeches for our new School Captains on Monday, 16" February, with
applications due to classroom teachers next Friday, 13" February. This year students applying will deliver a speech to
our Year 3 — 6’s answering a couple of set questions. This will be a closed event for staff and students only to ensure
a level playing field when presenting. Thanks for your understanding.
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After this a ballot will be held... and students will vote. Our staff will also follow a similar process as the students, with
the successful students chosen based on merit and track-record. Stay tuned as we announce our 2026 School
Captains and Vice School Captains to the community in the newsletter or via COMPASS. A badge ceremony will
occur in the coming weeks also.

STUDENT REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL (SRC)

The SRC will comprise two students from each class (Year 3-6) and will work with our School Wellbeing Officers three
times a term. The group, when chosen, will organise fundraisers, talk about school improvement and on occasion,
assist around the school on special occasions etc. The process for being selected will commence shortly, and | will
oversee this process which will involve interested students writing a letter at home to present to their teacher and class
as to why they would be a good choice to represent their class at our SRC meetings. Classes will have students read
their application letter and then do a closed vote, with the teacher shortlisting a top 5 from the votes. The top 5 will
then be considered and a final decision will be made by the class teacher and myself. Please note we endeavour to
share SRC positions around, so if your child was on the SRC last year, their application may not be successful this
year to enable other students to have this opportunity. Once our SRC are selected, badges will also be presented to
successful students.

RAVENSWOOD BUS

At Big Hill PS, we coordinate the Ravenswood bus service, which travels from Big Hill PS, down the Calder Highway
to Fogarty’s Gap Road (Maldon / Harcourt North exit) and returns to Bendigo on the inbound side of the Calder
Highway, past the Ravenswood Petrol Station, Ravenswood Interchange (Calder Highway Alternate Route / Mildura
Marong exit) etc. and back over Big Hill. This service has strict times that it must adhere to, as part of the association
with Public Transport Victoria (PTV). Due to this, our bus driver will arrive at the agreed pick up points on time and
cannot wait if you are running late. If you are not at the bus stop on time, the driver has been instructed to leave and
continue the service. In the event that a family misses the bus, alternative travel arrangements will need to be made to
school on these occasions, which most likely means that families will need to drive students to school. Thanks for your
understanding. If you live in the RAVENSWOOD bus zone outlined above and would like to make use of this service,
please contact the Office to discuss. We are also pleased to advise that our bus driver, Andrew, will continue on this

year & .

ATTENDANCE

Most days | will be endeavouring to follow up unexplained absences with the help of Janet and Erin. If | feel a pattern
is emerging or we don’t know why a child is regularly away, we will contact you as directed by the DEPARTMENT OF
EDUCATION. Here’s some recent research from THE KIDS RESEARCH INSTITUTE AUSTRALIA about attendance:
Each day of school missed makes a difference, with the effect on learning accumulating over time. From an
early age, if children are taught that they need to 'show up' for school and make a commitment, this positive
mentality aids academic and career success and brings benefits in adulthood. With that in mind we go with the
motto SCHOOL EVERYDAY IS THE ONLY WAY... meaning that every day counts and the effort is made from
families to show up. You can’t afford to miss a day, unless you are sick of course! An average student in our school
will miss around 8 days for the year (appointments, bereavement and illness) — this roughly equates to two days a
term, however if you approach each term with the plan to miss no days, your child will benefit from the development of
a positive mind set to set them up for a successful future.

FOUNDATION STUDENTS — WEDNESDAYS OFF SCHOOL IN FEBRUARY

Our new FOUNDATION students have had a settled start and are in the process of adapting to full days at school.
This is a bit of a shock to the system for our littlest students, as they may not be used to a full day of structured
learning. To help students settle in, all Foundation students have Wednesdays off school in February. This is so
students have two days consecutive, then a rest. Hopefully by March, they are well in routine. Don'’t stress if they
aren’t though. Some students can take longer to get into a routine — each is an individual and will reach milestones in
their own time. Foundation testing is occurring on Wednesdays also, so if Nicole or Catherine book an interview with
you, please ensure you attend with your child as these tests are mandatory Department of Education tests for all
students.

PARKING

The illegal parking of vehicles adjacent to our school poses a safety concern to children, pedestrians and other road
users. Parents are reminded that it is essential to comply with parking restrictions when dropping off and collecting
children from school. Motorists must not stop in no stopping areas, even briefly, with or without the motor running.
They must not stop next to a continuous yellow edge line, on resident’s nature strips, too close to school crossings,
park over driveways or double park. A number of schools have short term time restricted areas, such as 2 minute pick
up/drop off. These parking areas are in place to allow for ease of access close to schools and these restrictions must
be adhered to — at Big Hill PS, our drop off zone is adjacent to the administration building (behind the rotunda). Please
ensure you do not leave your car unattended in this area also, as our Ravenswood bus needs to have access in the
morning and afternoon and must be able to park. Drivers should also be aware that they cannot perform a U-turn over
an unbroken or continuous dividing line. With regard to children’s crossings, the law requires that a driver approaching
a children’s crossing must drive at a speed at which the driver can, if necessary stop safely before the crossing.
Please slow down and take extra care when driving in school zones. City of Greater Bendigo Parking Officers and
Bendigo Police do conduct random patrols throughout the school year at various locations to ensure that motorists are
adhering to the Road Rules — so please do the right thing for the sake of our children.




HARCOURT / RAVENSWOOD FIRES

Sadly, some of our community had a very challenging Summer break with the local fires in Ravenswood South and
Harcourt affecting them. My thoughts go out to those affected. It's important to remember that our school services
Ravenswood and down to Fogarty’s Gap Road and therefore many in our community were either directly affected or
have loved ones that were.

BUSHFIRE /| EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
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early childhood services. They are allocated a
category of risk (categories 0 to 4) and are published
on the Bushfire At-Risk Register (BARR). All schools and early childhood services listed on the BARR and Category 4
list will also close when a Catastrophic fire danger rating day is forecast in their fire weather district. When the Bureau
of Meteorology provides public fire danger rating forecasts or fire weather warnings, they use fire weather district
areas. In Victoria, there are 9 fire weather districts, which are based on Local Government Area boundaries. Our
school is in the Northern Country fire weather district. As part of preparing our school for the fire season, we have
updated and completed our Emergency Management Plan and re-prioritised any maintenance works that may assist
in preparing for the threat of fire and cleared our facility’s grounds and gutters.

What does this mean for our school? Our school has been identified as being at risk of bushfire or grassfire and is a
Category 3 school. Our school will close on a day forecasted as Catastrophic fire danger rating in the Northern
Country fire weather district.

What is the department’s policy? The department’s Bushfire and Grassfire Preparedness Policy requires all schools
and early childhood services on the BARR and the Category 4 list to close when a Catastrophic fire danger rating day
is forecast in their fire weather district. All school bus routes which travel in or through a district with Catastrophic fire
danger must also be cancelled.

When will our school be closed due to Catastrophic fire danger? Our school will close on a day forecasted as
Catastrophic fire danger rating in the Northern Country fire weather district. Closure of the school due to a forecast
Catastrophic day will be confirmed on the day prior and we will provide you with advice before the end of the school
day. Any information regarding potential or confirmed Catastrophic fire danger days will be communicated to you by
text message, via COMPASS and via our Website/Facebook account. Once confirmed, the decision to close will not
change, even if the weather forecast changes. This is to avoid confusion and help your family plan alternative care
arrangements for your child. It is also important to be aware that:

o No one will be on site on days where the school is closed due to a forecast Catastrophic day.

o Out-of-school-hours care will also be cancelled on these days.

o All bus routes that travel through the Catastrophic area will be cancelled.

o School camps will be cancelled if a Catastrophic fire danger rating day is forecast for fire weather district in

which the camp is located, or if the travel involves passing through areas that have Catastrophic fire danger.

Families are encouraged to action their Bushfire Survival Plan on Catastrophic fire danger rating days. On such days,
children should never be left at home alone or in the care of older children. For those of us living in a bushfire prone
area, the Country Fire Authority (CFA) advises that when Catastrophic days are forecast, the safest option is to leave
the night before or early on the morning of the Catastrophic day.

What can families and the school community do to help us prepare?
4+ Ensure we have your current contact details, including your mobile phone numbers.
4+ Keep in touch with us by reading our newsletters, checking our website https://www.bighillps.vic.edu.au/ by
talking to your child’s teacher or any other member of the teaching staff about our emergency management
plan and by staying connected to COMPASS and FACEBOOK.
4+ Make sure your family’s bushfire survival plan is up-to-date and includes alternative care arrangements in the
event that our school is relocated, undertaking learning from home or closed due to elevated fire danger or
closed due to a Catastrophic fire danger. Further information can be found on the CFA’s website.
4+ Action your family’s bushfire survival plan if your own triggers are met. Our school community may be spread
out across many areas and some families may be at higher risk than others. Your family’s safety is critical, so
please let us know if you are actioning your bushfire survival plan and if your children will be absent on these
days.
4 If your child is old enough, talk to them about bushfires and your family’s bushfire survival plan.

SUPERVISION OF STUDENTS

A teacher is on yard duty from 8:45am. In the afternoon, there are teachers on duty until 3:30pm, monitoring children
exiting the school from the pavilion/rotunda and sending off the Ravenswood and Kangaroo Flat buses. At 3:30pm all
children remaining (including those who may be playing on the playground) will gather on the seats in the Office foyer
where their parents will be contacted (this is obviously on rare occasions). If these times do not suit, Outside School
Hours Care is available before and after school. This is organised through THEIR CARE, not our school (see flyer on
back page). As parents / carers, your duty of care is active until 8:45am each morning and after 3:30pm each day.
Due to this, please ensure students aren’t at school before 8:45am and are picked up in a timely manner at the end of
the day. Thanks for your cooperation.

PUNCTUALITY

Punctuality is very important. Please assist your child by having them at school on time. Children who arrive late often
find it difficult to settle for the day and are disadvantaged in catching up to their classmates and subsequently miss
major parts of the reading lesson block — a very important part of the day. Habits formed from a young age are hard to
break later in life... so please set up positive habits for future success. This also applies for the end of day — therefore
we discourage pick-ups before 3:15pm unless absolutely necessary. School finishes at 3:15pm and this should be
your normal time to collect students from school — as learning occurs right up until the end of the day.

MOBILE PHONE BAN IN STATE SCHOOLS FOR 2026 AND BEYOND

Like ALL schools in Victoria, Big Hill PS will continue with the STATEWIDE ban on mobile phones / devices at school.
Students will not be permitted to have a mobile phone on site, unless they are switched off and handed into the Office
on entry to the school. Phones must not be turned on until leaving the school grounds. The ban also includes devices
such as smart watches and tablets. The only exemptions are for children with a medical condition, where a mobile
phone is included as part of the monitoring of conditions such as diabetes. When handing in mobile phones / devices
at the start of the day, Janet / Erin will follow the same security procedures as in the past and will lock phones /
devices away in the safe securely. They can only be collected on departure and again, only turned on when leaving
the school grounds. The ban is part of regulations set by the MINISTER FOR EDUCATION and THE DEPARTMENT
OF EDUCATION. We suggest, unless your child really needs a phone on them for travel to and from school, to keep
mobile phones and devices at home on school days. Please talk to your child about these rules and ensure they are
compliant, as non-compliance will result in consequences outlined in our Behavior Management Flow Chart. Again,
this is in line with DET expectations. Thanks for your cooperation.

ARRIVING LATE / LEAVING EARLY

If for some reason your child arrives late or needs to leave the school prior to the end of the school day, we ask that
you come via the Office and sign in / out on our COMPASS KIOSK. These requirements are necessary to comply with
Department regulations, minimise legal liabilities, assist with emergency management and to provide adequate duty of
care. You will need to identify yourself when collecting children. We will organise for your child/ren to come to the
Office, or if you need to go to the classroom, we will provide you with a signed out slip.




PERSONAL GOODS BROUGHT TO SCHOOL AT OWNER’S RISK

Personal property is often brought to school by students, staff and visitors. This can include mobile phones,
calculators, toys, sporting equipment and cars parked on school premises. The Department of Education does not
hold insurance for personal property brought to schools and it will generally not pay for any loss or damage to such
property. Therefore, bringing any unnecessary or particularly valuable items to school is discouraged.

STUDENT ACCIDENT INSURANCE

As a school we do as much as we can to protect and care for injured students including first aid, notifying parents and
emergency contacts if students are injured or hurt, and if necessary, an ambulance is called. Parents and guardians
are generally responsible for paying the cost of medical treatment for injured students, including any transport costs.
Most medical costs will be refunded by Medicare. If you are a member of an ambulance or health insurance fund, you
may also be able to claim transport or other expenses from that fund. The Department of Education does not hold
accident insurance for school students. Reasonably low-cost accident insurance policies are available from the
commercial insurance sector and these can be obtained by parents for their children and families are encouraged
therefore to pursue insurance options if they wish.

SCHOOL COUNCIL ELECTIONS — Information for parents from the Department of Education

What is a school council and what does it do? All government schools in Victoria have a school council. They are
legally constituted bodies that are given powers to set the broad directions of a school in accordance with their
constituting Order and the Education and Training Reform Act 2006. In doing this, a school council is able to directly
influence the quality of education that the school provides for its students.

Who is on the school council? For most primary school councils, there are three possible categories of membership: 1.
A mandated elected Parent member category — more than one-third of the total members must be from this category.
DET employees can be Parent members at their child’s school as long as they are not engaged in work at the school.
2. A mandated elected school employee member category — members of this category may make up no more than
one-third of the total membership of school council. The principal of the school is automatically one of these members.
3. An optional Community member category — members are co-opted by a decision of the council because of their
special skills, interests or experiences. Department employees are not eligible to be Community members. Generally,
the term of office for all members is two years. The term of office of half the members expires each year, creating
vacancies for the annual school council elections.

Why is parent membership so important? Parents on school councils provide important viewpoints and have valuable
skills that can help inform and shape the direction of the school. Those parents who become active on a school council
find their involvement satisfying and may also find that their children feel a greater sense of belonging.

Do | need special experience to be on school council? Each member brings their own valuable life skills and
knowledge to the role. However, councillors may need to develop skills and acquire knowledge in areas that are
unfamiliar to them. What you do need is an interest in your child’s school and the desire to work in partnership with
others to help shape the school’s future.

Code of conduct for school councillors - School councils in Victoria are public entities as defined by the Public
Administration Act 2004. School councillors must abide by the Code of Conduct — Employees issued by the Victorian
Public Sector Commission. The Code of Conduct is based on the Victorian public sector values and requires
councillors to: act with honesty and integrity (be truthful, open and clear about their motives and declare any real,
potential or perceived conflict of interest and duty), act in good faith in the best interests of the school (work
cooperatively with other councillors and the school community, be reasonable, and make all decisions with the best
interests of students foremost in their minds), act fairly and impartially (consider all relevant facts of an issue before
making a decision, seek to have a balanced view, never give special treatment to a person or group and never act
from self interest), use information appropriately (respect confidentiality and use information for the purpose for which
it was made available), exercise due care, diligence and skill (accept responsibility for decisions and do what is best
for the school), use the position appropriately (not use the position as a councillor to gain an advantage), act in a
financially responsible manner (observe all the above principles when making financial decisions), comply with
relevant legislation and policies (know what legislation and policies are relevant for which decisions and obey the law)
AND demonstrate leadership and stewardship (set a good example, encourage a culture of accountability, manage
risks effectively, exercise care and responsibility to keep the school strong and sustainable).

Indemnity for school council members: School councillors are indemnified against any liability in respect of any loss or
damage suffered by the council or any other person in respect of anything necessarily or reasonably done, or omitted
to be done by the councillor in good faith in: the exercise of a power or the performance of a function of a councillor, or
the reasonable belief that the act or omission was in the exercise of a power or the performance of a function of a
council. In other words, school councillors are not legally liable for any loss or damage suffered by council or others as
a result of reasonable actions taken in good faith.
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How can you become involved? The most obvious way is to vote in the school council elections, which are held in
Term 1 each year. However, ballots are only held if more people nominate as candidates than there are positions
vacant. In view of this, you might consider: standing for election as a member of the school council OR encouraging
another person to stand for election.

What do you need to do to stand for election? The principal will issue a Notice of Election and Call for Nominations
following the commencement of Term 1 each year (It’s included in today’s newsletter as part of School Council
Elections information). All school council elections must be completed by the end of March unless the usual time line
has been varied by the Minister. If you decide to stand for election, you can arrange for someone to nominate you as a
candidate or you can nominate yourself in the Parent member category (forms available from the Office). Department
employees whose child is enrolled in a school in which they are not engaged in work, are eligible to nominate for
Parent membership of the school council at that school. Once the nomination form is completed, return it to the
principal within the time stated on the Notice of Election. You will receive a Nomination Form Receipt via post, email or
by hand following the receipt of your completed nomination. If there are more nominations received than there are
vacancies on council, a ballot will be conducted during the two weeks after the call for nominations has closed.
Remember: Consider standing for election to school council this year. Ask at the school for help if you would like to
stand for election and are not sure what to do. Be sure to vote in the elections — if we have more nominations than
positions. Contact the Principal (Matt Pearce) for further information.

Nomination forms may be obtained from the school office and must be lodged by 3:20pm on Friday, 27t February,
2026. If a ballot is required (depending on the number of nominations), this will close at 3:20pm on Friday, 6" March
2026.

CAMPS, SPORT AND EXCURSIONS FUND (CSEF)

DO YOU HAVE A CONCESSION CARD? WOULD YOU LIKE $400 TO PAY FOR SCHOOL COSTS?

MAKE SURE YOU READ THIS SECTION!

The Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund helps ensure that no student misses out on the opportunity to join their
classmates for important, educational and fun activities. It is part of making Victoria the Education State and the
Government’s commitment to breaking the link between a student’s background and their achievements. CSEF will be
provided to eligible families to cover the costs of school trips, camps and sporting activities. If you hold a valid means-
tested concession card or are a temporary foster parent, you may be eligible for CSEF. The allowance is paid to the
school to use towards expenses relating to camps, excursions or sporting activities for the benefit of your child. The
annual CSEF amount per student is: $400 for primary school students. Contact the Office to obtain a CSEF application
form or download from the CSEF website. Parents / carers are reminded that all CSEF applications are due as soon
as possible to enable funds to be used for excursions and camps. We can’t apply for this on your behalf — so please
make sure you put in an application if eligible. If you received CSEF funding in 2025 at Big Hill Primary School, you
still need to reapply. Please note that there is NO SCHOOL SAVINGS BONUS this year for Victorian students, so
applying for CSEF if eligible will be really important if you require the financial support.

2026 PARENT PAYMENT CONTRIBUTIONS

If you have not paid for your PARENT PAYMENT CONTRIBUTION (ie: Stationery, iPad lease, subscriptions like
Reading Eggs, individual student diaries etc), these can be paid in full or by instalments on COMPASS. Access to
resources will possibly be restricted if payment / payment plan is not made on Compass or at the Office. Thanks for
attending to this matter, as the school is not funded for these items that belong to your child.

FREE TRAVEL ON VICTORIAN PUBLIC TRANSPORT FOR STUDENTS
Did you know that from January 1st, 2026, public transport is now free for children aged between 5 and 17 years? To
access free travel, all young people need to carry a YOUTH MYKI CARD and tap on and off each time they travel.
Youth MYKI can be purchased for $5 online via the Transport Victoria Website - Home - Transport Victoria or from a
staffed railway / bus station or the PTV Hub.

1. Youth MYKI cards purchased online will be registered to the customer and will expire when they turn 18

2. Youth MYKI cards purchased in person from a staffed station or the PTV Hub aren't registered and will expire

in 4 years.

For those using our Town School Bus service in Kangaroo Flat, having a Youth MYKI will mean your child will travel to
and from school for free after buying the $5 Youth MYKI. Please note this does not cover those travelling on the
Ravenswood bus. This service is free only to those eligible who live in the service area of the assigned school route
which is from Big Hill PS, down to Fogarty's Gap / Harmony Way and back to Big Hill PS — bus stops are along the
highway route. Hoping this information is helpful for many of our families, especially when facing cost of living
pressures.

GEM AWARDS

This year we are also introducing GEM awards, along with our STUDENT OF THE WEEK awards. GEM is an
acronym standing for Gratitude, Empathy and Mindfulness... the three focus areas of our RESILIENCE PROJECT
work. Each week one child per Unit (including our Specialist Unit) will be awarded a special GEM CERTIFICATE at
assembly. Please keep an eye out in the newsletter for a new section announcing what the focus of GEM will be for
the coming week and who our winners are. Next week our first focus will be on GRATITUDE. If you would like more
information about THE RESILIENCE PROJECT, Dean, our Mental Health in Primary Schools Leader (MHWL) has set
up an informative display in the foyer of the school.

All children deserve a healthy smile, and the Smile Squad free school dental program is working hard to help make
this happen.

Your child(ren) will soon receive a free oral health pack to bring home. The pack contains a toothbrush, full-sized
toothpaste, and an oral health brochure. Please take a moment to read the brochure—it is full of useful tips to help
your family eat well, drink well, and clean well for life.

Standard strength toothpaste
Smile Squad provides standard-strength fluoride toothpaste, which is generally recommended for ages six and over
unless advised otherwise by a dental or trained health professional.

If your child is under six, please speak with a dental or trained health professional to determine whether this toothpaste
is suitable. Alternatively, you may choose to put the toothpaste aside until they turn six or give it to another family
member.

Do | need to attend my child’s appointment?
No, you do not need to attend your child’s appointment. You are welcome to attend if you wish, and you can choose to
take your child to a community dental clinic if that suits your family better.
